Adv Sculpture Pantyhose Artwork
Essential Outcome- Artwork Guidelines:

You will create an abstracted sculpture made from a block of wood, wire hanger, and pantyhose to demonstration understanding of FORM. This sculpture must show movement in the construction of the form, it should have several bends or protrusions. Since it is a freestanding artwork, it must also be interesting from all sides and have an element or device that makes the viewer want to look all the way around. This may be accomplished through use of a pattern or method for creating rhythm, but should also have an EMPHASIS. These can be created through use of pure design elements or by creating a scene or creature that travels around the piece using artist influences.
Sketches: Must have 2 different ideas drawn out for how you will paint your sculpture, both may be on the same page. You must color your sketches before you start painting so you can plan out what colors you will need.
· Day 1 Sand the block of wood. Cut or untwist hanger, creatively shape hanger to show movement. Stick wire into block of wood and cover with pantyhose. Pull the pantyhose tight and glue to the sides of the block using a hot glue gun. Apply 1 coat of primer. Sketch out the interesting shape you made twice and draw out what you will paint on the sculpture.
· Day 2 Apply a 2nd coat of primer to areas with spots only. Finish drawing and coloring sketches and receive approval. Draw out design/scene lightly with pencil and begin painting.
· Day 3  - Day 5 Work on painting your sculpture. You may need 2 coats of very light or warm colors (like red, yellow or orange). These colors do not cover pencil lines very well either, so keep it light. Do not apply the paint too thick or it will crack.
Self Critique Rubric

“A” Exemplary, outstanding, superior
· Unique form with several bends. Creative and imaginative design, scene, or creature that enhances the overall shape of the sculpture.
· Visual movement is continuous and travels around the entire form.
· Excellent Craftsmanship: Smooth paint, neat edges, no primer or pencil lines showing.
· You worked diligently in class everyday, stayed on task and on pace.

· 3-4 complete thoughts and sentences for each item in your written reflection. Completed self critique
“B” Satisfactory, good, acceptable
· Unique form with several bends. Predictable design, scene, or creature fits with the overall shape of the sculpture. 
· Visual movement is fairly smooth but only travels around about ¾ of the form.
· Good Craftsmanship: Smooth paint, no primer or pencil lines showing.
· You made the most of class time, stayed on task and on pace.

· 1-2 complete sentences and thoughts for each item in your written reflection. Completed self critique
 “C” Developing, needs improvement
· Ordinary form with some bends. Predictable design, scene, or creature distracts from the overall shape of the sculpture. 

· Visual movement is choppy and/or only travels around about ½ of the form.
· Fair Craftsmanship: Paint streaky or cracking, some pencil line showing. No primer showing.
· Did not make the most of class time, did not stay on task or on pace.
· Incomplete sentences and/or thoughts in your written reflection. Did not complete self critique
 “D” Below average, barely acceptable 

· No bends in sculpture. Design, scene, or creature is simplistic/unexciting and does not fit the sculpture.
· Visual movement is missing; nothing moves your eye around the form.
· Poor Craftsmanship: Paint is very streaky or cracking. Pencil and/or primer showing.
· Poor use of class time, did not stay on task or on pace.  Did not make up time outside of class.

· Did not answer all items in written reflection.  Did not complete self critique
